Remove the remaining tape on the door side.
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REMOVE REAR DOOR ECU

Remove the 2 screws and ECU.

(@ Using a drill of less than @ 4 mm (0.16 in.), drill out the
heads of the 3 rivets and remove the glass run.

(@) Disconnect the door lock connector.
