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6. Completing the installation 

(a) Complete the reassembly of the vehicle. 

(1) Reconnect any disconnected connectors. 

(2) Verify the panels fit together properly 
with no uneven gaps between them. 

(3) When putting the rear seat mounting 
bolts back, tighten them to 37 N-m  
(27 lbs-ft). 

(b) Clean up and remove any trash. 

(c) Reconnect the vehicle’s negative battery 
cable (Fig. 6-1). 

(1) Position the negative terminal at original 
factory position. 

(2) Tighten the nut to 4.1N•m (36 lbf•in). 

(3) Do not touch the positive terminal with 
any tool when replacing the cable. 

(d) After the battery cable is reconnected, the 
functional components of the car need to be 
re-initialized. Initialize them with reference 
to RM0270U in the vehicle repair manual.
